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There are many wild animals in Oman, though you may never see some of them because they are rare and easily
frightened. In the past, people have hunted and disturbed some of these animals and they have
become so rare that they may disappear from Oman forever. His Majesty, Sultan Qaboos bin Said, does not
want this to happen because these animals are part of God's creation and part of Oman's heritage. This is

why they are now protected. If you are lucky enough to see them in the wild, try not to disturb them.

This colouring book is an introduction to the wild animals of the Sultanate of Oman. It was produced by the

Ministry of Environment and Climate Affairs, in coordinatiion with the Natural History Museum at the Ministry of

Heritage and Culture.
